Zone 6b-9b.  Will grow further north with protection.  Very disease resistant.  Moderate fragrance.  Bred by Barbier 1900.  

Aloha, Found OGR tea, 4’x5’, Medium pink/cream blend with touches of yellow at base, very large, very full tea rose form.  Fragrant.  Found rose. 

Anna de Diesbach,  Hybrid Perpetual 6’x3’. Light bluish silvery pink roses.  Very large full flowers.  Blooms in flushes.  Very strong fragrance.  By Lacharme 1858.

Annie Nell, Ponton shrub 4’x3’.  Dark pink full rose of medium size.  Moderate fragrance.  Repeats. 

Annie’s Red, found floribunda 4’x4’.  Cadmium red flowers that do not fade, but darken on the edges in the sun.  Medium-sized double flowers in clusters.  Little or no fragrance.  Blooms in flushes.  Great disease resistance.

Apple Jack, Griffith Buck rose, Shrub 10’x 7’, Rose pink stippled single to semi-double, mild fragrance, occasional repeat. Hardy to Zone 6. 1973.

Archduke Charles, China, 5’x3’, Full, light pink medium flowers that ages to crimson red so that the blooms look both red and pink on the bush.  Repeats in flushes. Mild fragrance. Zone 7b – 10b. 1825.

Atocha Gold, Ponton shrub, size?. Yellow, medium semi-double flowers that fade to light yellow in the sun.  Repeats, very disease resistant, Little fragrance.  Zone 6b-9b.  By Ray Ponton 2006

Baron de Bastrop, Ponton Shrub, 4x4’, bluish pink to red-violet single large flat flowers that bloom in clusters.  Repeats.  Little or no fragrance. Very disease resistant.  Zone 6b-9b.  By Ray Ponton 2005.

Belinda’s Dream, shrub 6’x6’ arching. Earth Kind award.  Very large, full, cool pink flowers.  Medium fragrance that smells like raspberries.  Blooms in flushes all season.  Very disease and heat resistant. Zone 6b-9b.  Basye 1988..

Berkeley, Madame, OGR Tea, 7’x7’ in the South.  Large, full to double Lt. Pink and Lt. Yellow blend flowers.  Does do well in the South!  Blooms in flushes.  Some shade tolerance.  Tea rose fragrance.   By Bernaix 1898. 

Betty of Dublin, Stiba shrub 4’x4’, medium sized full flowers of white with red picotee edges.  Repeat bloom.  Very disease resistant.  Fragrant.

Blush Noisette, Noisette 7’ +, Lt pink small double Noisette crimson blooms that age to white.  Blooms in flushes throughout the season.  Zone 6b-9b.  By Philippe Noisette 1814.

Buff Beauty, Climber, Hybrid Musk climber or arching shrub 10’ x 8’.  Light orange and yellow very full medium flowers that bloom in small clusters, repeats in flushes.  Very fragrant of tea rose. Zone 5b-10b.  By Bentall 1939.

Caldwell Pink, Aka ‘Pink Pet'.  China 4’x4’.  Earth Kind award.  Small, cool, medium- pink full blooms in clusters that repeat.  Very floriferous and showy in full bloom.  Very disease resistant.  Little fragrance.  Zone 5b-10b.  By Lilley 1928.

Cameron Bohls, Ponton Shrub 5’x5’.  Dark red, ruffled, large, single flowers that bloom in small clusters.  

Carefree Beauty, Buck shrub 5’x5’.  Medium pink large double flowers that open flat.  Flowers fade to light pink as they age.  Perpetual blooms.  Strong sweet fragrance.  Earthkind rose.   

Catherine Mermet, OGR tea, 5-7’x 4’.  Light pink large full tea roses that bloom in flushes.  Strong fragrance.  By Guillot 1869.  

Ce’cile Brunner, Mme, Polyantha 4’x4’.  Light pink, very full small sized roses with a creamy yellow center that are nearly thornless.  Perpetual bloom in clusters.  Called the ‘Sweetheart Rose’.  Very fragrant. By Marie Ducher 1880. 

Chireno,  Ponton Shrub 5’x4’.  Large single ruffled flowers of cherry pink.  No fragrance.  Blooms in flushes.  Great disease resistance. 

Clotilde Soupert,  Polyantha 4’x4’ that is nearly thornless.  Very full, small creamy white blooms with a touch of pink that tend to ball in humidity or cloudy weather.  Blooms in small clusters.  Disease resistant.  Repeat blooms in flushes.  Very fragrant.  Zone 6b-9b.  By Soupert & Notting 1889.

Compassion, climber  Hybrid tea 15’ x 5’.  Large classic salmon pink blend Hybrid tea flowers.  Blooms in flushes.  Very fragrant.  By Harkness 1972.

Comtesse du Cayla, China 4’x4’ shrub.  Copper with yellow orange on reverse medium sized double blooms.  Blooms in flushes.  Charming loose flowers look like silk on a very disease resistant shrub. Mild tea fragrance. Zone 7b-10b.  By Guillot 1902.

Cramoisi Superieur, China 7’x7’.  Dark crimson red with a lighter pinkish red center of very full, medium sized blooms.  Repeats in flushes, and nearly always in bloom. Very disease resistant.   Very fragrant of old rose.  Zone 7b-9b. Coquerel 1832.

Crown Princess Margareta, Dave Austin shrub 6’x4’.  Large, very full apricot blend roses.  Blooms in flushes.  Strong tea rose fruity fragrance.  Patented.

Dortmund, Climber, Rambler 15-30’, Single, large, bright red flowers with white eyes & yellow stamens.  Petals overlap and flowers look ruffled.  Spectacular spring displays, occasional repeats. Thorny.  Mild fragrance. Zone 4b-9b.  Kordes 1955.

Duchesse de Brabant, OGR Tea, 8’x4’, Earth Kind award.  Very double rose pink blooms with yellow blends, cupped and nodding flowers.  Repeat flushes.  Tolerates some shade.  Some susceptibility to mildew.  Very fragrant tea rose.  Zone 5b-11.  By Bernede, 1857.

Dudley Cross, Mrs.  OGR Tea, 6’x5’, medium double, light yellow bicolor with crimson pink highlights, darker in cloudy weather.  Blooms in flushes.  Nearly thornless.  Moderate fragrance.  Zone 7b-9b.  By Paul 1907.

Ebb Tide, Floribunda, blue violet, very full, medium sized to large flowers.  Blooms in flushes.  Very fragrant of clove.  By Carruth 2001, Patented.

Elizabeth of Goshen,  Ponton shrub 4’x3’.  Flowers are violet in cool weather, crimson in hot weather.  Very full flowers that bloom in small clusters.  Blooms in flushes.  Little fragrance.  Very disease resistant.

Eutin, floribunda 3’x4’.  Very large clusters of small, full, cherry red flowers.  One branch makes a bouquet.  Blooms in flushes.  Light fragrance.  Kordes II, 1940.  

Eutin, Climber, Sport of Eutin Floribunda, 7’ climber.  Small, bright red clusters in spectacular displays.  Blooms in repeat flushes. Not very thorny.  Very disease resistant.  Light fragrance.  Zone 4b and warmer.  Discovered in 1957.

F J Grootendorst, Hybrid Rugosa.  4.5 x 4’. Small, full red flowers that come in small clusters.  Occasional repeat after spring show.  Little fragrance.  By De Goey 1918.

Fellenberg, noisette, climbing 10’x4’, Carmine-pink, medium to full, small blooms.  Blooms in flushes.  Nearly thornless. Very disease resistant and vigorous.  Sweet pea fragrance.  Zone 7b-9b.  By Fellenberg 1835.

Fourth of July, Climber 10’x6’.  Large semi-double striped red and white flowers in clusters.  Blooms in flushes.  Fragrant.  Very disease resistant.  Carruth 1999.

Fortuniana, Found hybrid Banksia cross, 30’x8’ rambler.  White or white & pink blend with small, very full flowers in spectacular display, once Spring bloomer, , nearly thornless.  Strong sweet fragrance.  Zone 7a-11.  Discovered 1840.

Francois Dubreuil, OGR tea 3’x3’.  Crimson purple medium sized very double flowers that nod (weak neck).  Blooms in flushes.  Fragrant.  By Francois Dubreuil 1894.

Francois Juranville, Hybrid Wichurana, rambler, 25’x10’. Large, double flat salmon pink blend flowers.  Once bloomer.  Shade tolerant, susceptible to mildew. Moderate fragrance. Zone 4b-9b. By Barbier 1906.

Gartendirektor Otto Linne, polyantha shrub 5’x5’.  Dark pink clusters of very full small pom pom flowers with a white eye.  Perpetual bloom.  Mild fragrance.  By Peter Lambert 1934.

Georgetown Tea, found rose, awarded Earth Kind.  5’x4’.  Double pink & cream blend flowers with darker pink edges.  Blooms in flushes.  Disease resistant.  Strong tea fragrance.  Zone 7b-9b.

Gertrude Jekyll, David Austin Climber 10’x6’, Large, medium-pink, very full flowers.  Blooms in flushes.  Very fragrant.  1991 Patented.

General Schablikine, OGR tea 6’x6’,  Medium-sized, very full and cupped, quartered roses of reddish purple that does not fade.  Nearly thornless.  Medium fragrance.  Very disease resistant.  By Nabonnand  1878.

Golden Unicorn, Buck shrub 3.5’x3.5’.  Golden apricot large full blooms that fade to light yellow and open flat with bright gold stamens.  Medium fragrance.  Very disease resistant.

Graham Thomas, Dave Austin climber 10’x 8’.  Very large, very double, and cupped buttery yellow flowers.  Very fragrant.  Disease resistant.  1983.

Grandma’s Yellow, aka ‘Nacogdoches Yellow’, found Grandiflora Hybrid Tea, 5’x3’.  Full, bright yellow flowers that do not fade in the sun.  Blooms in flushes.  Very disease resistant.  No fragrance.  Zone 6b-9b.  Named in 2005.

Griff’s Rd, Griffith Buck climber 15’x8’.  Very large, bright cadimum-red, double flowers.  Blooms in flushes.  Very fragrant.  Very disease resistant.  Does well pruned into a shrub.

Hawkeye Belle, Buck shrub, 4’x6’, Perfectly formed, warm, light-pink buds open to full large medium pink flowers.  Fades to cream in the sun.  Repeats.  Very disease resistant.  Fragrant.  Zone 4b to 9b.  By Griffith Buck 1975.

Highway 290 Pink Buttons, miniature. Very small, medium-pink, full flowers that bloom in flushes.  Has very tiny leaves.  Very disease resistant.  Mixes well with dwarf Yaupon Holly shrubs.

Hot Coco, Floribunda 3.5’, Dark smoky bluish red-orange. Mild fruity fragrance.  By Carruth 2002.  Patented.

Hom`ere’, OGR tea 4x3’.  Pink/white blend medium-sized very full flowers.  Blooms in flushes.  Strong fragrance.  By Robert and Moreau 1858.

Ida Red, Ponton shrub 3’x3’.  Bright coral-red, very full, medium-sized flowers.  Blooms in flushes.  Moderate fragrance.

Isabella Sprunt, OGR tea, 3x2’.  Large double cream flowers with yellowish center.  Blooms in flushes.  Strong fragrance.  By James Sprunt 1855.

Katy Girl, Ponton shrub 6’x6’.  Light pink flowers that are medium-large and semi-double.  Perpetually in bloom.  Medium fragrance.  (This is a great hedge rose and likes to be sheared.  Blooms it’s head off and very disease resistant.)

Lillian Austin, Dave Austin shrub, 5’x5’.  Dusky, coral-pink large full blooms.  Repeats in flushes.  Fragrant. Zone 6b-10.  By Dave Austin 1973.

Lombard, Madame, Tea rose, 5’x5’.  Large, full, red to salmon-pink blend, sometimes light pink to white, globular blooms.  Repeats in flushes. Light fragrance.  Zone 6b-11.  By Lacharme 1878.

Louis-Philippe, China 5’x5’, Dark, crimson-red medium-sized, globular shaped, double flowers that open with a pinkish white eye.  Repeats in flushes.  Mild to strong sweet fragrance. Zone 7b-10a.  By Gue’rin 1834.

Lyda Rose, 4’x5’ arching shrub, white single roses in clusters with pink edges and a pink reverse and golden stamens.  Fragrant. By Lettunich 1994.

Machu single, found C. Texas cemetery rose 6’x6’, light pink and fades to nearly white, medium-sized blooms.  Repeats in many flushes.  Fragrant?   Looks like Lyda Rose. 

Machu Full, found C. Texas cemetery rose 6’x6’, light pink, full blooms. Repeats.  

Fragrant?  Zone?

Madame Antoine Mari, Tea OGR. 4’X 7’, Large Lt. Pink double, cream blend, outer petals are shaded red.  Mildly fragrant.  Very disease resistant. Zone 6b – 9b.  Before 1890.

Maggie, found Bourbon 6’x4’.  Large to medium-sized, crimson, very full flowers.  Blooms in flushes.  Very fragrant of spice.  Very disease resistant.

Margaret Jean, Ponton shrub 3’x3’.  Deep warm pink with silver reverse medium sized full blooms in tea form.  Blooms in flushes.  Very fragrant.

Marie Pavie’, Polyantha 4’x3’.  Blush pink buds open to pure white, small double flowers in large clusters.  Repeats in flushes.  Bushy and nearly thornless.  Shade tolerant and very disease resistant.  Moderate fragrance.  Zone 4b-10a.  Ale’gati`ere 1888. 

Memorial Day, Hybrid Tea 4.5’x3’.  Very large pink, tea form roses with a strong Damask fragrance. Blooms in flushes.  By Carruth 2001.

Mademoiselle Francisca Kruger, OGR tea, 5’x3’.  Large, very full cabbage type light pink/creamy yellow blend flowers.  Fragrant.  By Nabonnand.

Madame Joseph Schwartz, aka ‘White Duchesse de Brabant’, Seedling of it.  OGR Tea, 6’x6’.  White with pink edging medium double flowers with ‘nodding’ form.  Repeats in flushes.  Zone 6b-10b.  Gets some mildew in humid weather.  Fragrant of citrus.  Zone 6b-10b.  Discovered by Schwartz 1880.  

Miss Blooms-a-Lot, Ponton shrub 4’x5’.  Semi-double flowers of yellow / pink blend.  Always in bloom, and great disease resistance.  Little fragrance.  By Ponton.

Mrs. B R Cant, OGR Tea 9’x9’.  Thorny.  Deep pink, large double blooms with a silvery, tan center.  Prolific, blooms in flushes.  Moderate fragrance.  Zone 7b-9b.  By Cant & Sons 1901.

Mrs. J R Owens, found floribunda 4’x4’.  Light pink cupped full roses that come in small clusters.  Blooms in flushes.  Nice fragrance.  Very disease resistant.  

Music Maker, Buck shrub 4.5x4.5.  Large cool-pink very full flowers, tea form.  Blooms in flushes.  Very fragrant of sugar.

New Dawn, Climber, Found Hybrid Wichurana rambler, 20’x8’.  Earth Kind award.  Clear, cool light-pink exhibition type, large, full flowers in small clusters.  Repeats in flushes. Shade tolerant and very disease resistant glossy foliage.  Prune only after flowering as it blooms on old wood from each previous summer.  Light fragrance.  Zone 5b-9b.  Found by Somerset Nursery, introduced by Henry Dreer 1930.  

Outta the Blue, shrub 5’x3’.  Bluish-pink large full flowers with yellow at petal’s base that fade to lavender.  Repeats in flushes. Supposed to be disease resistant, but mine wasn’t to blackspot. Supposed to be very fragrant of clove, but mine wasn’t.  Zone 6b-9b.  Patent 2003.  By Carruth.

Peggy Martin, Climber, Found rose, 10’x15’ arching shrub.  Light pink, small, full clusters of double flowers.  Repeats?  Makes a great show and nice as a groundcover.  Survived the salt water of Hurricane Katrina in New Orleans. For more info search http://aggie-horticulture.tamu.edu/southerngarden/PeggyMartinrose.html
Nearly thornless, and very disease resistant.  Fragrant. Zone 4b-9b.

Sam’s Dark Pink Climber, Found, 10’.  Large full bloom, silver reverse, very fragrant.  Repeats.

Phlugerville Bank – Holly found rose. Orange 

Pink Shrub, Ponton test and not yet registered, or available yet  for sale.  

Big shrub?  Large, flat, warm pink blooms with yellow stamens similar to Altissemo blooms.  Fragrant?  Repeats in flushes.  Very disease resistant.  Zone?

Quietness, buck rose, 6’ x 4.5’.  Warm, light pink, large, very full blooms with yellow tints at petals’ base.  Holds it’s color in the sun.  Blooms are mostly singles on tips of branches.  Repeats in flushes.  Very disease resistant.  Very fragrant of cloves.  Zone 6b-9b.  Found seedling, Sept 11, 2000 by Griffith Buck’s family.

Reve d’Or,  noisette tea 10’x8’,  Dark yellow to copper with lighter edges.  Large globular full flowers.  Blooms in flushes.  Medium Tea fragrance.   By Jean-Claude Ducher 1910.

Robin Hood, Hybrid Musk shrub 5’x4’.  Small, single, cherry red flowers in large clusters.  Perpetual (continuous) bloom.  Shade tolerant.  Very disease resistant. Moderate fragrance.  Zone 6b-10b.  By Rev. Pemberton before 1927.  

Rosarium Uetersen, Climber or arching shrub 12’x10’, Very large coral pink flowers with many petals. Big spring show with scattered repeats.  Strong apple fragrance.  By Reimer Kordes 1977.

Rosette Delizy,  OGR Hybrid tea 6’x5’.  Large, full, yellow/pink blend flowers that bloom in flushes.  Fragrant.  By Soupert and Nodding 1895.

Rustler’s Dream, Ponton shrub 2.5’.  Light pink very full medium flowers that repeat in flushes.  Moderate fragrance.

Sam’s Dark Pink Climber,

San Felipe Noisette, found rose in San Antonio, to 15’ in Texas.  Very double, creamy-white, prolific small flowers that repeat in flushes.  Very disease resistant.  Fragrance?  Zone 6b-9b. 

Sarah Juanita, Ponton shrub 3 X 3’.  Yellow, medium-sized double flowers.  Perpetual bloom.  Very disease resistant.    

Schulenfest, Ponton shrub, 3’x3’.  Light creamy yellow very full medium sized blooms that repeat in flushes.  None to mild fragrance.

Silver Moon, hybrid rambler 20’x8’.  Spring, once-blooming.  Very large (5”) semi-double, silvery-white flowers with yellow stamens.  Mild fragrance.  By Van Fleet 1910.

Smith’s Parish, found Tea 5’ x 4’.  Small unusual full blooms that can be half white and half red.  Repeats in flushes.  Nice as a container rose.  Moderate fragrance.  Zone 6b or warmer.  

Sombreuil, climber. 13’.  Large creamy white flowers that are very full in rosette form.  Blooms in flushes.  Moderate fragrance.  Unknown origin 1880.  

Souvenir de la Malmaison, Bourbon, 5’x6’.  Very large, very full, light-pink cabbage type flowers.  Repeats in flushes.  Very fragrant of spice.  Zone 7a-10b, or colder zones with protectrion.  By Be’luze 1843.   

Splendora, Ponton Shrub, 4-5’.  Full, coral pink, medium-sized blooms.  Little fragrance. 

Stiba Climber, found rambler.  Cabbage style, bright coral-red blooms.  Perpetual bloomer.  

Stiba Pink, found Tea, that has been in Robert Stiba’s family in TX for generations.  5’x4’.  Light pink/darker pink blend on edges, very full, large flowers. Very disease resistant.  Very fragrant of Tea rose.  Zone?

Susan Lee, Ponton shrub, 5’x5’?.  Prolific warm pink, semi-double flowers with yellow stamens that fade to lighter pink in the sun.  Medium fragrance.  Very disease resistant. Zone?  By Ponton and named for his daughter.  Date?

Tess of the d’Urbervilles, Dave Austin English rose to 8’. Large, very full dark crimson rose that nods (weak neck) and comes in small clusters.  Repeats in flushes.  Very fragrant of old rose.  1998.

Tejas, Climber, Ponton, 12’, Large single blooms of unusual pink and white flowers.  Some can be dark pink and some white and some combinations.  Spring flush with repeat bloom.  Very disease resistant.  Mild fragrance.  Zone 6b-9b.  By Ray Ponton 2003.

Third Street Orange, climber 7’x3’.  Large full bright orange flowers that keep a long time, found in Taylor, TX.

Third Street Pink Grandiflora, 6’x3’, very large, full deep pink flowers.  Found in Taylor, TX

Tillier, Monsieur, OGR tea 4’x4’.  Pink/orange blend of medium-sized double flowers in tea form.  Blooms in many flushes.  Moderate fragrance.  By Bernaix 1891. 

Tip-top, polyantha 3’ yellow/pink blend with white reverse medium-sized full flowers that open to look like carnations.  Blooms in flushes.  Moderate fragrance.  By lambert 1909.

Valentine, Floribunda 4’x4’.  Medium sized, bright cherry-red, double flowers that come in clusters.  Perpetual blooms.  Mild fragrance. Very disease resistant.  By Swim 1951.

Vega Pink, Found OGR tea 4’x5’, Pale pink full flowers.  Named for the Vega family in Taylor where it was found.  Said to have been brought from Czechoslovakia after WWI.

Wanderin’ Wind, Buck shrub, 5’x5’.  Pointed pink buds with a frilly edge open to medium-large, medium-pink flowers with a frilly, lighter pink edge.  Very disease resistant.  Thorny, and loose growing shrub.  Very disease resistant.  Charmingly casual, and sweetly fragrant.  Zone 6a-9b.  By Griffith Buck 1973.

Westerland, Kordes arching shrub 12’x4’.  Large, double, ruffled, orange flowers in small clusters.  Blooms in flushes.  Strong clove fragrance.  By Kordes 1969.

White Pearl in Red Dragon’s Mouth, China 5’x5’.  Medium sized, full, cherry red flowers that open to have white eye and streaks.  Mild fragrance.  Blooms in flushes constantly.  Very disease resistant.  

Will Scarlet, Hybrid Musk shrub, 5 – 8’, Cherry red with white eye, small full blooms in big clusters.  Blooms repeat in flushes. Mild fragrance.  Thomas Hilling 1950.

Wine Cup, size?  Dark cherry-red cup shaped single flowers that do not fade.  Blooms in flushes.  Fragrance?  by Jean 

Zephirine Drouhin, Bourbon climber 15x8’.  Nearly thornless.  Large pink double flowers.  Blooms in flushes.  Very fragrant.  Gets some blackspot and mildew but recovers well.  By Bizot 1868.
